Heffel announces an updated Buyer’s Premium rate, effective May 1, 2014, that will result in a 
modest increase in the fee paid by the successful Buyer of a lot at auction. The Buyer’s 
Premium is calculated on the Hammer Price as follows: a rate of eighteen percent (18%) of the 
Hammer Price of the Lot $2,501 and above; or a rate of twenty~five percent (25%) of the 
Hammer Price of the Lot up to $2,500, plus applicable Sales Tax.
